This equipment will initially run in parallel with the
previous system so that there is no break in radio
coverage on VHF Channel 16.

South African Coast Station HF equipment both DSC and
RT has been replaced and is being tested and
commissioned.

A new NAVTEX station has been established at Cape
Columbine to provide further coverage in the
Orange River Mouth area.

The installation and commissioning process requires
testing of the equipment and maritime radio users

are advised that there might be some slight
interruptions in service whilst these tests are being
carried out.

This work is expected to be completed by 31 May 2018.
Once SAMSA have conducted an audit of the new
upgraded radio system the service will come on line
and a further Marine Notice will be published to notify
the public of the fact.
